Kirklees Council and local voluntary organisations have teamed to coordinate the ‘Covid-19 Community Response’ initiative. This is aimed at supporting those who are most vulnerable and in need of support, and who cannot currently get this help directly from friends, relatives or neighbours.

This helpline is open 8am to 6pm weekdays only, however, these times are regularly under review. The above website link should be updated if these change.
This support does not involve personal care for vulnerable people; if this is required the usual team to contact is ‘Gateway to Care’ on 01484 414933, available Monday to Thursday 8am to 5pm and 8am to 4.45pm.

Existing Third Sector and Voluntary Organisations
Kirklees Better Outcomes Partnership, KBOP (a partnership of social sector organisations) is providing an emergency support, advice and guidance helpline on 07562252940 (7 days a week, 8am to 8pm). During the outbreak they can offer immediate help and information about benefits, housing, food provision and accessing medication queries.
Age UK Calderdale and Kirklees have requested that if you know someone older who is feeling isolated and alone or you are an older person feeling isolated to call their befriending line on 01422 252 040.
The Time Together charity (otherwise known as the Denby Dale centre) are providing volunteer led phone support, dog walking and help with shopping and deliveries, for the areas of Colne Valley, Holme Valley, Kirkburton and Denby Dale,  More info can be found at: https://www.ddc.org.uk/virus or they can be called on 01484 860077. 
More in Common Batley and Spen are working with Kirklees Council, third sector leaders and the Yorkshire Children’s Centre to provide support over the phone and with food and other deliveries. See Covid-19 Community Response above.
The ‘Welcome Mentors’ Project was developed to offer a volunteer support/befriending service to refugees, asylum seekers and migrants in the area. The project is increasing the number of their volunteers to address the heightened struggles of self-isolation for these populations in the area. All Andy's Man Club groups have gone online, including those in Huddersfield and Dewsbury to continue to provide a platform for men to talk in a non-judgemental space, peer to peer. This will be Mondays 7-9pm. Please email info@andysmanclub.co.uk.
